	Carbon Metrics – Mike Berners-Lee & Bryan Cosgrove
BC – MCC has a Carbon Reduction target of 41% by 2020, up until recently this was reported against the National Indicator 185.  However, with the removal of NI’s, MCC needed a way of reporting on their progress – in particularly a GM wide Performance Management Framework.

MBL gave an overview of the work he completed for MCC on Carbon Footprinting.  How consumption based carbon metrics would give a higher carbon footprint for each GM resident than direct carbon metrics alone.

MBL noted a word of warning – that indirect carbon metrics is not an exact science.  The next steps are to look at adopting consumption based carbon metrics and then opportunities for reducing our indirect emissions e.g. could GM develop its own second hand market?  Creating the skills needed to maintain, mend and pass on consumer goods?
